What is Barbershop Harmony? 
It is music in a very pure form created 
with nothing but human voices coming 
together to create a rich and satisfying 
texture that is pleasing to the ears and  
invigorating to the soul. 
 
Each part has its own role: generally 
the lead sings the melody, the tenor 
harmonizes above the melody, the bass 
sings the lowest harmonizing notes, 
and the baritone completes the chord, 
usually below the lead. 
 
The defining characteristic of the bar-
bershop style is the ringing chord.  This 
is a name for one specific well-defined 
acoustical effect, also referred to as  
expanded sound, the angel’s voice, the fifth 
voice, or the overtone. 
 
Perfecting this musical art form takes  
commitment.  When done well, this 
style of  music reaches audiences on a 
very personal level.
